Focus:

• Students should focus on wildlife species listed; identification and physical & 
behavioral adaptations.

•  Students are responsible for information on 15 separate “Wildlife Notes”, but 23 
different species.

•  Students may be asked to identify animals by pelts, skulls, mounts, photos, feathers, 
wings, etc.  

•  Students need to be aware of each animal’s habitat and its relationship to other species.

•  Students will need to have an understanding of Pennsylvania Game Commission 
functions and programs as per the resources on the above list.
